“O, give thank to the Lord, for He is good! For His mercy endures forever”- Psalms 107; 1 
 
During the month of January 2016, the Church was engaged in much prayer and fasting for 
the nation. Specifically, the Church headed the National Call to Prayer for Rains issued on 
behalf of His Excellency, the President R.G. Mugabe by the Acting President Hon. R.P. 
Mphoko, on the 5th of January 20161. This was part of the responses to the looming drought, 
affecting much of Southern Africa and the World at large2.  
 
On the 7th of January, the Church under the auspices of the Zimbabwe Heads of Christian 
Denominations (ZHOCD) responded publicly3 to the call by His Excellency, urging the 
Christian community to intercede on behalf of the nation in line with 2 Chronicles 7; 13-14 
that says, “when I shut up the heavens so that there is no rain, or command locusts to 
devour the land or send a plague among my people, if my people, who are called by my 
name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, 
then I will hear from heaven, and I will forgive their sin and will heal their land”. This was 
more than just a call to pray for rain, a testament that the Church has a crucial role to play 
in the affairs of the nation4. 
 
Cognisant of the power of fervent prayers by the righteous ones of God,Alive to the truth 
that God hears prayer, that the Lord says “…if you ask Me anything in My name, I will do it” 
(John 14;13-14), the church has not laboured in vain. The Almighty God remains Sovereign 
and reveals Himself as a loving Creator, merciful God evidenced by the amount of rainfall 
and the fall in temperatures we have all enjoyed this far, albeit in different measures5.
